HOW DO YOU BRIDGE THE GAP BETWEEN LAW AND LOVE? 
From the book, Because God is Real, by Peter Kreeft 

FATHER  ANDREW  WOJTAN ¶ HOMILY  SUMMARY  ¶ MAY  6, 2018 

There is no gap. The moral laws, the Commandments, are the laws of love…. Let’s look at each of the Ten 
Commandments from the perspective of love. 

1. “You shall have no other gods before Me.” This means no other “number one” in your life. 

That’s a law of love. Love is faithful. Love puts the beloved first. Love does not worship idols. 

2. “You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain.” Love does not insult the name of 

the beloved. Love honors the beloved, praises the beloved, cherishes the name and reputation of the 
beloved. Love says: “Look! See how lovable my beloved is!” Love is a missionary, an evangelist. Love 
testifies, love preaches, love sings the praises of the beloved. Love does not insult the beloved. 

3. “Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy.” Love takes sabbaticals. Love takes time from 

work to enjoy the company of the beloved. For time is life: it’s your “lifetime”. Love means sharing your life, 
and that means sharing your time. If you say you love someone yet don’t want to spend time with him, you 
lie. If you love God, you will pray, not just once a day but many times. You will want to be with, and talk 
with, your Best Friend. 

4. “Honor your father and your mother.” Love honors and respects the family of the beloved, for 

they gave the beloved life! And love honors and respects the institution of the family itself, for love, when it 
matures, will create a new family when it marries. Even nonmarried love, nonromantic loves, like friendship 
and charity and kindness, give birth to spiritual children, in a way. Those children are: all the benefits given 
to all the people who will receive the love. For instance, priests, teachers, doctors, nurses, social workers, 
counselors, rulers, soldiers, lawyers—these are not just jobs but vocations (literally, “callings”). They are 
ways of responding to God’s call to live by helping others. They are ways of loving. 

5. “You shall not kill.” This is obvious: if you love someone, you do not kill him. Love says: “I am happy 

you exist.” Killing says: “I am unhappy that you exist.” Love respects life and defends life against all attacks 
against it. Love fights against all the little deaths as well as the final death. Love fights against disease, 
weakness, pain, and depression as well as death. Love always chooses life (Dt 30:19) and fights on the side 
of life against the forces of death. 

6. “You shall not commit adultery.” Love is unadulterated. Love is pure. Love is faithful. Love does 

not cheat. When love matures into marriage, love says: “I give the whole of myself to the whole of you. I do 
not give part of myself to another.” Love says to the beloved: “This is my body” and in this gift creates the 
power to make new human beings together with the beloved. Love does not trivialize sex and use it just for 
“recreation” or “fun,” but gives itself totally and exclusively and faithfully to the beloved —and thus love 
discovers an incredibly deep happiness that far transcends “fun.” Total joy comes from total self-giving. 
Pure joy comes from pure self-giving. 

7. “You shall not steal.” Love respects the beloved’s personal property and privacy, because love 

respects the very person of the beloved. Love does not take away; love gives. 

8. “You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.” Love does not lie. Love does not 

deceive the beloved; love does not try to “fake out” and take advantage of the beloved. Love lives in truth 
as a fish lives in water. Love lives in the light, not in the darkness. Love cannot live a lie; love cannot live in 
lies. Love is like a plant: it needs light to live. As plants live by photosynthesis, love lives by truth. Love knows 
that it dies when the light and truth die; therefore, love insists on speaking and living in light and truth.  

9. “You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife.” Love does not regret giving all of itself to one and 

does not covet (desire) another. Total love does not split itself into parts and send parts of itself out to 
others besides the beloved, even in the mind. Wishing you married another person is like wishing you 
worshipped another God. 

10. “You shall not covet your neighbor’s goods.” Love is not greedy after things, especially 

things that belong to others. Just as love does not want to commit adultery, love does not want to steal. For 
love loves people, not things. It uses things, not people. It uses things for people, not people for things. 

So you see, every one of God’s Commandments is a commandment about love. The Commandments tell 
us what love does. The reason for this is that God, the Commander behind the Commandments, is love. 
And His fundamental moral rule is for us to be like Him: “You must be holy as the Lord your God is holy.” 
To be holy is to be Godlike, and God is love; therefore, to be holy is to love.  È
